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Subject(s): British Literature 
Topic or Unit of Study (Title): After Reading: William Shakespeare’s The Tragedy of Macbeth 
Grade Level: 12th grade 
Materials: Graphic Organize (p.432) and text 
Summary (and Rationale):  Post-reading review and evaluation is essential for examining a student’s comprehension and understanding of a particular text. The comparison/contrast, text analysis, recollection, clarifying, and summarizing steps outlined in this final assessment will ensure that the student achieved optimum understanding and appreciation of this particular literary work. 
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [10 minutes] Comprehension
Recall: What happens to Lady Macbeth in Act Five? Clarify: Why does Macbeth have to face his enemies basically alone? Summarize: How do the apparitions’ three predictions in Act Four come true? Clear up any questions/comments/concerns from the final Act and reading activities. (15 points for contribution)
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	When given a final graphic organizer regarding tragic hero/flaws in Macbeth, students will be able to complete the chart and give evidentiary support

After discussion, the student will be able to correctly answer three open-ended text analysis and text criticism questions to demonstrate their understanding and retention of the text.  


	Analyze Shakespeare’s Tragedy using the graphic organizer. (25 points) 

Synthesize Themes: Using specific details to explain the message Macbeth conveys via themes. (20 points)
“Can you ever be too Ambitious?” questions: Citing evidence for argument. (20 points) 

Interpreting Figurative Language: Reread Macbeth’s famous soliloquy in Scene 5 and answer respective questions. (20 points)


State the objective: [1 minute] Introduction after the review and before the open ended question assessment. 
Assessment: [30 minutes] Answer the previously outlined four open ended and review questions. May work with partner, small group, or continue in a large classroom open discussion. Each student is to turn in individual work regardless of the elected procedure for participation and grading (open to the students’ preference). 
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [5 minutes]
Today is the last day and the conclusion of our unit on William Shakespeare’s play The Tragedy of Macbeth. So far we have examined the idea of tragic hero, tragic flaw, antagonists, and catastrophes through critical lens and the characters of the play. As we prepare to wrap this up, let us reflect on our newfound literary devices and tools while taking another look at Shakespeare’s personal impact and language devices when writing this particular tragedy and what effect that has on us readers. We will review the final monumental Act of the play and move into various text criticisms, text analysis, and comprehension reflections. 

After our communal wrap-up, you may either one, get in partners, two, work in small groups of 3-4 or three, we can discuss the final assessments and graphic organizers as a class. Regardless of what is voted on upon the class, you are responsible for completing questions 6-8 and “Can you ever be too AMBITIOUS?” on page 432 or a class participation and graded assessment. 
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [5 minutes] Transition from the first focus and review questionnaire into the instructional objectives and assessment activities. Establish a time frame and go over all instructions/questions before beginning. Rearrange (or randomly assign) groups/partners if this be the elected procedure from the class.  
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [5 minutes]
Collect the questions and graphic organizers that will be completed on loose leaf notebook paper. Ask for final comments/questions and likes/dislikes about the unit on Macbeth. 
VI. Independent Practice: [to be completed at home; optional for teacher]
One can elect to pass around a post-reflection sheet to be anonymously completed by the students. Could include questions about how well they liked/disliked the unit, what would they change, what would they keep, ask for three take-aways from the tragedy and three things the specifically learned about the tragic hero/tragic flaw motif.

Plans for Individual Differences: 

Students who are having difficulty completing the task can work with a partner or work individually and turn in the assessment the next day before class begins. Since this will act as a final review, it would be the perfect time for students to ask any lofting questions and unresolved concerns in a judgment and grade free atmosphere. If a student is absent, this assignment could easily be turned the following day of their return and graded then.  
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
